PRESENTATION OF RUMANIA
Created by decree of the Ministry of Culture, no. 449/1990, the “George Apostu” Cultural Centre of Bacau was founded for the express purpose of stimulating and maintaining a permanent and dynamic dialogue between the different types of artistic creation.

Located in a magnificent natural environment, the Centre enjoys the best conditions for the creation, discovery and contemplation of contemporary art, including architecture of the Centre itself:

PRESENTATION OF ITALY
The University “Giovanna Bosi Maramotti” exposes to the present participants its own activities and, specifically, the initiatives carried out about the breaking of the “walls” preventing the dialogue between cultures and promoting the social integration. The Open University of Rimini “G. Masina, F. Fellini”, invited as Association actively collaborating with the University “Bosi Maramotti”, attended the meeting. The same one from 2002, with other popular European University, participates to plans previewing initiatives of exchange between people and cultures of the European Union. With the University of Rimini, represented by the President Guido Zangheri, the Vice-President and coordinator of the summery Academy Isa Gerlini, and by the social-anthropologist teacher Francesca Castellani, we have taken agreements of specific collaboration and we proposed to organize the conclusive meeting of this project - scheduled in June of 2011 - in their city (Rimini). 

In order to set up a multicultural didactics, from each presentations, the following key elements have emerged:

 • Valorization of participants’ experiences, based on the relations with other populations. 

• Fight to the cultural blocks and prejudgments that can generate other blocks and prejudgments (from social, economic, cultural point of view). 

• Role games in order to put the participants in concrete situations, making them aware of the intellectual blocks that they can have, and make them to understand the points of view of the others.

WAITED RESULTS
The project aimed to encourage the best use of innovative didactics products and processes and to exchange good practices in the disciplined fields concerning the program of permanent learning.
